Email is the official form of communication for Cal Poly Pomona applicants and students. You
are responsible for regularly checking either the email address you provided to us on your
admission application or the one assigned to you by Cal Poly Pomona. If you cannot access
your email account at home, school, library or place of employment, please contact the Office
of Admissions and Outreach.

Check and Maintain your Admission Status
It is your responsibility to monitor the progress of your application and documents through the

admissions process. The easiest way to do so is to consult BroncoDirect at
broncodirect.csupomona.edu. To access BroncoDirect, you will use the same BroncoName
and password you have to access your Cal Poly Pomona email account. Go ahead and
memorize your Bronco Name and password, as you will be using them throughout your
academic career at Cal Poly Pomona. The BroncoName was sent to you and you created your
password when you claimed your Cal Poly Pomona identity.

Your Admission Decision

You will be notified of your admission decision as soon as your application, required
transcripts, test scores, the $55 application fee or approved fee waiver form, and other official
documents have been received and reviewed. If you have a GPA of 3.0 or higher, you may
be considered for admission prior to receipt of transcripts. If you are admitted prior to the
receipt of all final transcripts, you must satisfactorily complete all admission requirements,
submit all required documents by the document deadlines and meet all testing deadlines to
maintain your admission status and enroll at Cal Poly Pomona. (Your admission will be
cancelled if requirements and deadlines are not met.)

[JSend in Your Transcripts. Submit all current transcripts from each
college/university you have attended since high school (including
coursework in which you are currently enrolled) directly to the
Office of Admissions and Outreach no later than March 15, 2009.

[JThe TOEFL test, if required. The TOEFL is required, regardless of
citizenship, if you have not attended schools at the secondary level
or above for at least three years full time, where English is the
principal language of instruction. A minimum of 525 (paper-based)
or 195 (computer-based) is required. Test dates and information
are available at www.toefl.com. Send your official TOEFL score
directly to the Office of Admissions and Outreach as early as
possible, but no later than July 15, 2009.

Application Timelines for All Quarters. Summer 2009

May 2009
[J Student Intent to Register & Deposit. Once you have been
admitted, submit your Student Intent to Register (SIR) and Enroll-
ment Confirmation Deposit (ECD) by May 1 or deadline specified
after May 1. Applicants that respond after the enrollment deposit
deadline may be placed on an enrollment waiting list, deferred to a
later term, or not permitted to register*.

O Finish up your transferable courses. Complete a minimum of 60
semester/90 quarter units of transferable work by the end of the
previous spring for fall quarter enroliment. The timeframe for other
quarters is indicated below in the Application Timelines for All
Quarters.

[ Register to attend orientation. After you have paid your Enrollment
Confirmation Deposit, register in spring for the mandatory
orientation program that will be held in summer 2009. Orientation
registration material will be sent to all students following admission.

July 2009
[ Mail official transcripts. Submit your official final college
transcript(s) directly to the Office of Admissions and Outreach,
no later than July 15, 2009. If your transcripts are not received
by this date, you will not be eligible to enroll for the fall 2009
quarter. This is also the final date for any and all documents and
scores that may have been requested.
